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This presentation represents the continuation of a study conceived and begun last year and described at the last AATSEEL Conference. In the current effort, the author correlates reading comprehension rates with several predictive student descriptors, e. g., course grade, language aptitude based on MLAT scores (Modern Language Aptitude Test), and the variety and number of reading strategies employed.  
In addition, the author collected information from each student about the specific strategies s/he actually employed during the course of the exercise, conducting regression analyses on the resulting data to determine which of these factors were more effective and which were less so.  
All analyses produced results having statistical significance, and those results are explored in this presentation. The author hopes that those results will contribute to the process of instructor classroom technique selection, student self-selection of reading strategies, and improvements in the rate at which reading skills are acquired.
