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In assembling collections of icons for secular purposes in the late Imperial period, early collectors were instrumental in inventing entirely new frames of reference for the sacred images of Orthodoxy. This paper explores how three such collectors (Nikolai Postnikov, Ilya Ostroukhov, Nikolai Likhachev) created new relationships with icons - and new narratives about them -  through their collecting processes.
