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In this presentation, I will offer an overview of supplementary materials for Elementary & Intermediate Polish that I have created using tech tools available on Blackboard. The main goal of these exercises is to reinforce the process of language learning by providing an additional self-checking tool, which can be used at the students’ own pace. To create these activities I used assessment tools available on Blackboard, such as fill-in-the-blanks, jumbled sentences, multiple answer, multiple choice & hot spot. In addition to this, I have created readers for intermediate learners with audio activities (using Wimba). 

The idea of creating web based exercises came from the realization that because the inflection of the Polish language is so advanced and complex it is hard to sufficiently practice all word endings during the class time. Therefore, I thought that this additional practice might help students reinforce the capabilities acquired in the classroom. 


The most important feature of these activities is that they are self-checking and can be repeated many times. Moreover, after completing the assessment students receive feedback. I use the metalinguistic feedback to explain each form. 


In this paper I would like to share my observations on these particular tech tools, their effectiveness as well as possible drawbacks.
