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Minor languages suffer from low enrollments. On the other hand students have only a handful of institutions that offer minor languages. The Czech program at the University of Nebraska has been offered for the past 103 years and during that time has been a target for elimination at least once every decade.  

On-line delivery offers an opportunity to recruit non-traditional students and erases geographical distance. Yet there are methodological problems associated with the distance delivery. The development of oral/aural skills of students within the format of active instruction needs to be different from the in-class delivery. The internet offers an abundance of channels as well as materials, especially for intermediate and advanced students.  

This poster session demonstrates the use of technology that facilitates the on-line development of aural/oral skills.  

The Czech program in the on-line program concentrates on survival skills, on the level of novice high and intermediate low. The class goals use ACTFL scale skill description and class objectives are presented to the students using the terminology of Language Passport. Students use the rubrics of the Language Passport for continuous self assessment.
