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This poster illustrates various topics important in acquiring knowledge about the Polish language and Polish culture in more advanced courses. The introduction of specially chosen topics speaks to the interest of both heritage and non-heritage speakers. 

Students of Polish heritage often have some language background that provides them with a view not only of basic communicative structures, but also a window to certain aspects of Polish culture and to more abstract language styles. However, they rarely learn more advanced aspects of the contribution of the Polish culture at a more universal level. 

Non-heritage speakers, on the other hand, often demonstrate better grammatical knowledge of the language, but lack similar advanced instruction about the target language and culture, as in the case of heritage speakers. 

In addition to more advanced topics in grammar, such as aspect, the use of the conditional mood in Polish, and word analysis, more abstract themes are addressed, such as emigration and the contributions of representatives of the language community to world culture. In particular, the advanced Polish course is divided into three quarters, focusing on 1) famous Poles, 2) contributions of Polish immigrants, and 3) contributions of Polish women, both in the home country and in emigration. 

A variety of media are used, including films, photographs, songs, poems, short novels, video clips and articles. These special themes cater to the specific interests of both heritage and non-heritage students, while enlivening these courses with meaningful content for all of the students.
