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Many of our students in LCTLs (Less Commonly Taught Languages) sign up for our courses with a strong heritage motivation:  although they may not speak the language, they have a strong interest in their ethnic heritage. This presentation will illustrate a number of ways in which heritage themes can be integrated into introductory language courses, incorporating the “5 C’s” of Communication, Cultures, Connections, Comparisons and Communities in ways that are personally meaningful to heritage students.
