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The first part of the paper would be historical where I try to show the impact of Western and Eastern anarchisms on Tolstoy’s own thought. The second part of the paper might be conceived as more philosophical where I try to understand the link between Tolstoy’s political doctrine of anarchism and his notion of the Russian peasant. In particular, I want to look at the ways in which the life of the peasantry (as Tolstoy saw it) provided a template for what some call his “Christian anarchism” and also how his conception of the requirements of the peasantry led to an anarchist political stance.
