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Today the new turn of didactics towards a communicative method, which dominates in the teaching of Russian to foreign students, includes the purposeful use of media technologies. The use of the Internet contributes to the intensification of teaching, giving the whole picture of lexical material, strengthening students’ grammatical skills. Besides, students have the exceptional possibility to choose a learning strategy more independently, which most corresponds to their needs.

News websites recommended by a teacher for listening comprehension are authentic informational material, the use of which considerably influences the forming of dialogic speech. News audio text on the Internet includes stylistic, genre, and structural characteristics of native speakers’ speech, which help to activate student’s speaking skills.

The primary purpose of this kind of listening comprehension (at the advanced level of foreign language learning) is communicative: a student should not only understand the situation (what has happened), but also to define his position (assess the situation), and implement the situation in a classroom: answer questions, start a discussion, briefly retell. This way communicative competence is formed, the material for which is audio linguistic material on the Internet. The integration of multimedia technologies into the teaching process contributes to the formation and regulation of language behavior that reflects students’ practical interests.
